Requirements for report of recognition of an unborn child (Fetus recognition

Important: After being born, a child can not acquire Japanese Nationality without the
parents marriage, even if acknowledge by the Japanese father after birth.

1. Family registration of Japanese father of the unborn child koseki- tohon
» 2 copies
2. Letter of agreement by the pregnant mother with Japanese translation
(Agreeing to the Japanese father’s acknowledgment of the unborn child, with
Japanese translation)
» Each 2 copies
3. Birth certificate of Filipina mother and Japanese translation
» Each 2 copies
4. Non-marriage certificate CENOMAR of Filipino mother issued by NSO
and Japanese translation
» Each 2 copies
5. Certificate from the Barangay stating that the mother civil status is single with
Japanese translation.

» Each 2 copies

Note: The notification must be done by the Japanese father at the Consulate-General of

Japan with above requirements and identification with photo (e.g. passport).
